From January to February, members from the science steering committee of ISAS and other external members discussed t
science scenario of JAXA's space exploration.

4 themes were discussed. They are

1) Empirical explanation of the origin of the solar system

2) Explanation of the evolution and diversity of planets

3) Explanation of the environment required for life to occur and evolve
4) Understanding the origins of space plasma processes

The research required to tackle these tasks can be divided into four fields of science, which are
1) Lunar and terrestrial planetary science

2) Primitive bodies

3) Planetary atmosphere

4) Planetary magnetosphere and solar system plasma physics

In this paper the JAXA's science exploration scenario listed above will be discussed.
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
